        Laurie Engel was a bright, funny, charming, sparky, sporty boy.  He wanted to win Wimbledon or, failing that, be a sports writer like his dad.  Then at the age of 11 he was diagnosed with a rare and aggressive cancer.  He endured more than a year of intensive treatment, but in September 2005 he died, when he was just 13. 

        Laurie was treated at Birmingham Children’s Hospital, the cancer centre for much of England.  The Engel family found the medical care there world-class, but the facilities and surroundings dismal.  They have set up a fund to help Teenage Cancer Trust and the hospital to build a new ward, and more than £600,000 has already been raised.towards the £2 million required.
